Memory-Verse Memory Game
What you need:

* Index cards (two for each

* A Bible verse

table or floor.

2. Take turns erasing (or coverin
with self-stick notes) one wor
at a time. Then read the verse,
remembering what word went
in each blank.

3. Eventually, the board will be
blank, and you’ll be able to

recite the whole verse!
