What Are You Missing In Lent? 
 
Have you noticed anything missing in the worship during this church season of Lent?  
Have you noticed that there are no altar flowers?  What about the music?  Have you 
noticed that at both worships we are not currently singing a ―canticle of praise‖ before 
the prayer of the day—instead, only the penitential ―kyrie.‖  If you attend the 11:00 wor-
ship, you‘ve probably also noticed that instead of singing the psalm, we have been only 
speaking it.  And, of course, you have certainly noticed the absence of the joyous ex-
clamatory word of praise—you know which one—that we sealed up in the tomb on Feb-
ruary 14

th
, Transfiguration Sunday.  This act of giving something up in our Lenten wor-

ship is meant to be a reminder that we are striving to give up things or go without them 
in our personal Lenten disciplines.  As we began Lent with Ash Wednesday we were 
asked to confess our sins—to give up and let go of whatever was filling us up in order to 
make room for what God is now going to do in, with, and through us.  This practice of 
giving something up creates space—creates emptiness—an emptiness that God can fill 
with his goodness.  As you continue your Lenten journey, may you be reminded of what 
you are missing and aware of what is now filling you.

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Faith Watchers  
An initiative to strength our Faith, together! 

 
Think about this: When you are preparing to have a surgical procedure, the surgeon may order diagnostic tests to estab-
lish your baseline of physical health to ensure a more successful surgery.  When you are about to embark on an exer-
cise plan, a trainer may lead you through an assessment of your current exercise regiment, in order to point out places 
upon which to improve.  When you are about to commit to a diet plan, a nutritionist may survey your health and wellness 
history in order to customize a nutrition plan for you to reach you nutritional goals.  So, if you take steps to improve your 
health, increase your exercise, and concentrate on better nutrition, all of which adds to your quality of life, wouldn‘t it be 
beneficial for you to approach your faith and discipleship similarly?  
 
Faith is defined as your belief and trust in God.  Discipleship is defined as following Jesus — listening to Jesus‘ teach-
ings, learning from observing him and his ways and then applying what you have learned from him and about him toward 
your approach to daily living. 
 
Now, think about this: What would you consider to be your faith baseline?  How would you characterize your current dis-
cipleship practice?  What words would you use to describe your current application if what you know about and have 
learned from Jesus?  If you are interested in answering these questions, I want to encourage you to join Faith Watchers 
at Abiding Presence to help you and others interested in growing in their faith to come together and improve, increase, 
and concentrate on the specific opportunities we have to grow in our faith and discipleship.   
 
Faith Watchers is an initiative to help you to enhance your life dramatically by strengthening your faith.  This initiative is 
based on seven principles of Discipleship, including worship, prayer, Bible study, fellowship, serve, invite, and give.  
Faith Watchers will help you systematically and happily, grow in your walk with Jesus (discipleship) and your faith (what 
you believe enacted in what you do in daily life). 
 
Here‘s what you can expect as a participant in Faith Watchers: 

1) Take the Faith Assessment Tool – this will become your personal faith     
     and discipleship growth tool to help you keep track of where you are    
     now and where you can hope to be at the conclusion of this program. 
2)  Use the Faith Watchers Guidebook to keep track of your progress. 
3)  Meet with Pastor Jeffrey and others each Sunday morning during the  
     Sunday school time where you will: 

a. use the assessment tool to set goals for yourself and for the group 
b. use the guidebook to keep track of your progress and as a way to engage in conversations with your peer 

Faith Watchers 
c. become informed and dialogue about the seven marks of discipleship* (one per month) 
d. come with the willingness to be open and honest along with other Faith Watchers, holding one another mu-

tually accountable to the process 
4) Celebrate the opportunities we have to grow in our faith and discipleship as individuals and as a community  

 of believers.     
 
Faith Watchers will give you the tools and the environment to grow in your faith and discipleship to Jesus Christ, and 
empower you to live a more full life in Jesus‘ name.  Come and join, today!  The assessment is available for you to take 
in preparation for sessions beginning on March 7

th 
during the Sunday school hour.

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Seminarians’ Corner 
 
Lenten practices don‘t come easily to most of us.  
For some, Lent means giving up something that is 
especially sweet and precious.  To be honest, I 
have never understood this practice because 
many of my friends go right back to enjoying what 
was given up once Lent is over!  
 
I do know the Lenten journey of self reflection can 
and does produce deep personal growth in under-
standing one‘s own faith journey in Christ.  For 
me, it is a deeper reflection on who I am and let-
ting go of bad habits. I let them go and hope they 
never return after not practicing these habits for 
the weeks leading to Easter.  I believe Paul says 
it right when he states we are reconciled in Christ.  
2 Corinthians 5:19 is a verse I have been reflect-
ing on for a while now.  In reflecting on this verse 
I‘m encouraged because I know God chose to 
reconcile me to him so that my sins are not count-
ed against me.  This is freeing but also brings a 
great responsibility with it. 
 
How are we reconciled to God?  In our baptism 
we are children of God, redeemed with a Savior 
who we can go to in times of need, joy, delight, 
and even humdrum daily bad habits.  We are 
sealed with the mark of Christ.  God chose to be-
come man so that we can relate to him and enter 
into a very personal relationship with him through 
the life, death and resurrection of Christ. Wow. 
 
How can we respond to this gift?  During this time 
of Lent how can we take this gift and live the Len-
ten journey while reflecting on Christ‘s own minis-
try, life, death and resurrection?  One way is to 
view the world through the eyes of Christ, the one 
who loves each of us.  We become ambassadors 
of this same message of reconciliation together 
with the certain belief that God permanently 
marks us as his.  We spread this message by 
reaching out to our neighbors, to the nations, to 
all people offering this message while viewing 
everything and everybody through the loving lens 
of Christ.  This new habit and new way of living 
then changes our own view and offers hope in 
letting go of pesky bad habits and deep hurts 
while living into the eternal love of Our Lord.  
Again, I say wow; rejoice for we are, indeed, 
called ministers in God‘s church to live lives of 
reconciliation.
