Christ is risen.  Christ is risen, indeed.  Alleluia!  Alleluia!  What a wonderful morning we 
had on Easter Sunday celebrating our resurrected Lord.  And now, weôre finished for a 
while, right?  No big worships or celebrations until whenéChristmas, I guess.  If thatôs 
what youôre thinking, well think again!  J  As we continue to celebrate the season of 
Easter, we prepare for ANOTHER exciting day within our church year: The Day of Pen-
tecost ð this year, on May 23

rd
.    

 
Historically, the day that Christians refer to as Pentecost began as the Jewish festival 
Shavuot that commemorates the day Moses received the Ten Commandments ð he 
received them 50 days after The Exodus.  Shavuot occurred 50 days after the Jewish 
Passover and similar to Passover, Shavuot was a major feast for which all males trav-
eled to the temple in Jerusalem.  Shavuot is also referred to as the Feast of Firstfruits or 
Feast of Weeks.   
 
The word Pentecost (which is from Late Latin pentecoste and Greek 
pentekoste) literally means ñ50

th
 dayò from the Greek word pentekonta 

meaning ñfifty.ò On this 50
th
 day in the season of Easter, Christians 

celebrate the Holy Spirit.  Jesus has died, risen, and ascended and 
has not left us to face our perils alone.  On this day, we celebrate our 
reception of the gift of the Holy Spirit ð the Advocate ð the Holy 
Comforter.  Within our scriptures for the day, in Acts 2 we read about 
the tongues of fire that appeared among the disciples as they spread 
the Gospel in many different languages.  We reflect on images of fire 
and how we can spread Godôs love.  We are reminded that as we 
breathe in and out we feel the presence of God living in us each day.  
The breath, the burning, the fire ð the Holy Spirit!
